Phil Frank: Eye Witness

1943-2007
Curated by Dana Hooper with Susan Frank and Stacy Frank

“Eye Witness” aptly titles this exhibition. It describes Phil Frank’s
intensely observant and ever curious spirit that is expressed in his
diverse creative projects and life adventures.

Phil’s clever cartoon strip “Farley” endeared him to readers  of the San
Francisco Chronicle for 22 years. Phil voiced his insightful and witty
commentary through his cast of cartoon characters and multiple story lines. In
addition to “Farley”, this exhibition includes examples of his cartoons: “Travels
with Farley”, “Miles To Go”, “Elderberries”, “Nigel Shiftright” which appeared
in Road and Track Magazine, a cowboy cartoon panel from True West
Magazine and one of his earliest cartoons - “Fritz Crackers”.

Emphasized in this exhibition are many examples of Phil’s assemblage boxes.
Lighted elements, hand-painted backgrounds and structured dioramas create a
sense of mystery, storytelling and ironic humor. Phil constructed the
assemblages with found artifacts from metal detecting forays, flea market
searches and historical explorations. The art works are loaned from numerous
private collections, some purchased at Bolinas Museum auctions, and from the
Frank Family Archive.

Bolinas has been part of the Frank family life since 1974. In 1987 they bought
their historic Bolinas home, one of the many historic Bay Area buildings that
the Franks restored. Phil was a passionate historian who volunteered countless
hours. Along with his many historian-friends, he helped awaken public
appreciation for the richness of local history. Phil’s affable character and
genuine interest drew people into his quest to rediscover the complex past. He
served as the Bolinas Museum’s historian, President of the Sausalito Historic
Society and worked for the Belvedere-Tiburon Landmark Society. In 1996,
now retired Director Dolores Richards opened a history room at Bolinas
Museum and Phil created information-rich exhibits that entranced visitors.
T[:le room was remodeled in 2006, but the information he collected remains
with the Museum archives. Phil curated several important Main gallery history
exhibitions. As the Museum’s historian, Phil co-authored the popular Arcadia

history book Bolinas-Stinson Beach and later created the Arcadia book,
Houseboats of Sausalito.

Curator Dana Hooper worked with Phil's wife and partner in life’s adventures,
Susan Frank, to bring together this lively and eclectic retrospective.

TC Grease Fittings — A Different Angle

When | was a boy, the first event of the day was to grease the farm equipment. It was
pretty common to find a damaged fitting so you woul d simple replace it and get on
with the day. However, when | restored TC7670, | w  as a little daunted at how to
identify the correct size and type of fitting and w here it went. Here is some info that

may help you.

The initial confusion was that fittings often had a different size hex. | found that 1
grease fitting used a ¥ BSF wrench and then another fitting would use a 5/16 BSF

wrench, but they would both work in the same hole. So what was the correct size of
the greaser? When | tried to order a replacement | had trouble because of this
problem with identification. What | found was that the grease fittings for the TC are
identified by the thread and not the size of wrench needed.

Then | found that there were different size threads . Was this part of the planned “mad
metrics” of the TC and another confusion factor try ing to sort out BSF, Whitworth, and
Metric threads? What | discovered here was that th e greasers on the TC come in 3

sizes: 2BA, 1/4BSF, 5/16 BSF. Initially the quickest way to tell the correct size was to
simply take a ¥ BSF bolt and see if it screwed into  the hole. If not then try the next size
bolt.

The final aspect of uncertainty of the greasers was the multitude of angles that there
were for the fittings themselves. Was there areas on for a 35 degree angle vice 45

degree and how about 67.5 degree? In the proverbia | quest for the truth (what is
correct and original) | consulted the TC factory sp ecifications and found that there
was indeed a protocol on what angled fittings went where. When | finished my car, |

looked at the various greasers, their locations, an d their angles. It then made perfect
sense as to the selection of what went where in ord er to make greasing somewhat
accessible.

To make this all very simple for you there is a sum mary chart listing all the TC greasers

below. As we have seen before, there are no absolu tes on what is correct. As
production runs updated and replacement parts were manufactured, the size of
greaser may have changed too. A good example of th is is with the tach generator
greaser. As always, | would welcome comments to fu rther validate findings. Doug
