When | assembled it Lowes offered three times of
PVC cement. What do | know? | bought one that
was yellow. Turns out | should have bought
purple.

| thought all of them did what the glue used to do
with plastic airplane and car models-- melt the
plastic and basically weld parts together. Not so,

apparently.

Within first two hours of our great Jefferson tour
this past weekend, we went through Richmond,
VA. Very bumpy, pot holed roads. Cindy heard a
"pop". Shortly after a second "pop". | pulled

over and the rack had NOT broken, but the joints
had pulled apart on the rearmost sections clean as
a whistle. The cement had done no welding of pvc
at all.

Luckily a member who is doing a concours
restoration of a TD and was following our parade
in a large SUV put our heavy duffel and the rack
remains in his car for the rest of the trip and
coming home. It was a super weekend and we put
about 500 miles on Tissy Il.

I'll give a later report when I've glued it all back
together with the purple cement.

A response from Dave Edgar of TC Sorry to

hear of the rack failure. When you say purple
glue, are you sure you are not referring to a
primer? Purple is a normal primer color and is
used to prep the surfaces. Then the glue is used.
And | use to use a clear glue (maybe a slight
yellowish tinge). But now | use a product called
Christy's Red Hot Blue Glue. It works MUCH
better than the clear stuff especially on some of
the inch and a half irrigation lines in my yard.
What ever you use be sure to twist the fitting onto
the pipe (quarter turn OK), adjust to alignment
and then hold in for a few seconds.

Because the fitting surface is tapered very slightly,
if not held, the fitting can slide back off a little
sometimes.

Better luck in the next build. Glad you had a good
trip otherwise.
