I saw Syd Silverman race it a Laguna Seca. I think they were hard pressed to get more
than one race out of the engine. 100 hp out of a 1250 cc XPAG engine is quite
remarkable.

Syd is an old college friend who bought my second MG from me. We both wished we
had it back. It was a RHD 1950 TD (very early solid wheel car) that was #3 in SCCA
points won in 1952 or 53 using a Offy 90 cuin midget race car engine complete with SU
carbs.

Could it be that
the MG marquee was more important to outsiders thavettyetown that the “MG Car Co.” served as
the heart and soul of for so many years?

| finally found a lady that knew where to direct meell total relief and was off on the final leg of my
journey. When | arrived at the old MG factory sitething was there commemorating the site as the
home of the MG. No sign, no plaque, no nothing. Howagust prior to the actual factory site there
was a beautiful old brick building titled the Kimber Househad an Octagon MG plaque on the outside
and MG etched glass in each of the windows. | had faumthdme of the MG Car Club.

Inside | met Julian White, General Manager of the M& Club. He had confirmed my suspicions.

Time had taken its toll on the memories of the M@laimgdon. The city fathers have made little

effort to preserve the history of the company withia community. It was the MG Car Club that made
the effort to collect and archive the local memdiakind preserve the local heritage. Julian gave me

a personal tour of the club and shared an insight tarttteved treasured materials that they had secured
from local residents and from even some of the dumpstéren the factory was closed.

As a huge “turn for the better” Julian handed me a newelsted brochure that detailed the local
history with maps of “MG points of interest” to inclutlee actual routing of the factory test routes.
Although the factory buildings have since all been longegand the area has been transformed into
a residential community, this detailed brochure gave ha Wwwas looking for: a picture of the local
history of the MG in Abingdon.

If you go to Abingdon, make your first stop the “Kimberuse”, home of the MG Car Club. They
have a very nice MG museum which is constantly expgndihere you can see the items that sat

on Cecil Kimber’s desk to include the famous phone viighrtumber of Abingdon 251. While at the
club, pick up the club’s guide to Abingdon and Oxford and drieeatttual routes that your cars

were driven during their test runs after production. Adsop at Cecil Kimber's home on Oxford

Road, a beautiful structure converted to a restauraptdilé Boundary House, for dinner. And finally,
spend some time in the quaint Town Center. Try t@ineathe tempo of the town when the MG
factory was the very heart of the community.
